PA Meeting 5/16/2010

1. L. Martin reported on New Families Mentoring:

Laura & A Ince (New Families Team) found it easier this year to act as actual mentors rather than to coordinate & direct other families to mentor the new families; a new Mentor team is needed for 2010/2011; the PA budget for new families of $300 was unspent; there is no plan (but one is needed) for a New Families Party.

2. C. Reid reported on Outreach:

Carolina & Toula O. coordinated Outreach this year; the fall Clothing drive provided clothes to 45 families in Waterbury and coats to 50 New Milford people; 164 children received gifts from the Giving Tree event.

Carolina reported that it was difficult coordinating non-conflicting events among she, Toula, & Barat D. because of the numerous outreach efforts, and thought that the Outreach program overall should re-focus on the immediate COMMUNITY. Carolina proposed doing community outreach on her own for 2010/2011.

3. Events: No one reported, however Stacey Matthews verified that Jessica Travelstead will continue doing EVENTS for 2010/2011.

4.Loaves & Fishes: No one reported; this year was coordinated by B. Birge & C. Davenport; it is unknown who will run this program for 2010-2011.

5. Materials Workshop: Kathy Gold reported that she is passing this program on to Jen Gianfagna for 2010/2011.

6. Box Tops: continues to be coordinated by Heather Grustas.

7. Bookfair: No one reported however Stacey Matthews indicated new volunteers are being sought for 2010/2011. A spring used book sale is being planned, the benefits of which will be compared to the annual book fair, whose profits were "weak" this year.

8. Grounds: No one reported, however Stacey Matthews indicated it is unknown who will coordinate this program for 2010/2011; this year, coordinators are E Paolucci & A. Neubauer.

9. Enrichment: Carolina Redi reported that this program currently has 3 know volunteers for 2010/2011 and these are: Reid/Sanchez/Renwick; more volunteers are being sought.

10. Classroom Sponsors: No one reported, however Stacey Metthews indicated new assignments need to be made for 2010/2011.

11. Auction: Wendy Rhodes reported PRELIMINARY numbers of potential profit appearing to be around $74,000; however, about $16,000 of sales are still to be collected, and miscellaneous expenses/fees are still being submitted so this number must be viewed as an estimate. Susie Berg  reported that volunteers to RUN the Auction for 2010/2011 are being sought. Stacey Matthews thanked the volunteers present at the meeting for their help with this year's event.

12. Ancillary Fund Raising: Susie Berg reported she will be asking Heather Grustas to take over this program. Some discussion took place regarding how to get parents to shop via the correct internet portals so that Wms receives the benefits form various retailers; Ali G. & Roberta H. to follow up with more advertising, through the Board;'s Initiatives Team.

13. Year End Picnic: Stacey Matthews reported that Jessica Travelstead is coordinating this event for June 17th. Kathy Gold indicated there is a supply of condiments already on hand to be used for the event.

14. Volunteer Breakfast: To be coordinated by Susie Berg & Stacey Matthews for June 8th.

15. Next year's PA: Susie Berge reported that she and Barry Birge will act as co-chairpersons of the Parents' Association for 2010/2011.
